| Read |hmugh Camp Orders and Regulations and get the hang of
them.  Find out who s your Camp Company Commander and Sergeant-
Major--you will see a lot of them in Camp

3 See that everything you put in your kit-bag or case is marked
WM{ <At will save you a lot of trouble during the week. Only bring
what is necessary.  Don't bring bottles in your kit-bags or case unless
they are well surrounded by your clothes, etc.  Also stick your name
nside your pillbox.  Tf you use a case tie it up securely all round

3 D"’Qtly you are dismissed in ( amp, or as soon as you get a
chance, change into Camp clothes, Don't worry about making your
bed till after toa-—it will only get ‘mucked-up’ long before 'Lights Out.’

4. Take half-a-dozen or more large safety pins—this will help you to
make a comly bed Lay your blanket out and fold lengthwise down
the middle, pin the ends together. Now turn up about a foot or so at
the bottom and pin this, You now have a cosy sleeping-bag which you
cannot roll out of and which will not roll off you.

8 In Camp vou are known by your Camp Company—A, B, C, or
D-—-which letters stand for Arabs, Buffaloes, Cowboys and Diggers.

8. There is very little shouting of orders in Camp. Orders are given
by bugle calls—you will soon learn them. The little twiddley bit in
front of '.“O,t calls is the Battalion call, ‘The Brighton Battalion is second
to none. threlt'lll blown at sunset, and on the first note everyone
will stand to attention, facing the flag-post, while the Orderly Officer
slowly lowers the Union Jack, 'Prayer Call’ is blown every'evening and
t.ho whole Camp devotes a short time to silent prayer. Then follow
‘Lights Out,” when your lamps are collected. After a quarter of an
hour's quiet chat you are expected to lie quiet and sleep soundly till
‘Reveille.’ You may not feel like sleep, especially the first night; others,
however, are tired and want to sleep—so play the game.

7. We find sometimes that newcomers feel homesick on the Sunday
and Monday. Don't worry—it will soon pass off, and by Tuesday you
are ready to stay in Camp for ever. Write home two or three times
during the week. Camp notepaper-and stamps and envelopes will be on
sale at the Canteen. Your parents have taken a lot of trouble to get you
;o Camp. ‘Think of the other fellow,” especially if it is your mother or

8. Try to persuade your parents to come over on the Thursday. The

ates open at 1.15 p.m.; but remind your parents that they cannot enter

9. You are sure to have a little pocket-monev. In the Camp is our
own Canteen, where ices, sweets, fruits, etc., can be bought, buy enough
on Saturday for two davs, as the Canteen will not be open on Sunday. Let
your Home Company Officer (or Camp Company Commander) look after

our spare cash. You can draw what vou want from him each day after
reakfast. If you are in doubt about anything, go to the same Officer.
That 18 what he 15 in Camp [or—-to be uscful, and to help yvou all he can.

10.  Bowls are provided at the washing quarters, and you will find
water for washing in the large tank.  Keep the water in the tank clean by
using the howl provided to take what vou require; do not dip the washing
bowls or buckets in the tank.  Nobody likes to wash in secondhand
water, 50 when you have washed throw the water into the tank provided
and return the bowl, to the trestle table where vou found it.  This will
leave a clean bowl for the next Boy, and will ensure that the ground will
not get muddy,  Take only suthcient water for vour immediate purpose:
it is part of everybody's duty to see that water is not wasted.

11, Do your best to km-r the Camp clean and [rec from litter, Throw
all vour rubbish into the litter-bins provided.  Every bit that goes
outside has to be picked up by some other Camper- —somewhen - so ‘think
ol the other fellow." Remember the slogan, ‘Don’t drop it; pick it up
and pop itin.'

Arthur Ssith, Captain jrd Brighton, always addressed the Boys at evening prayers
on the first day, He deputed a young sports officer to read the same lasson yoar
after year from St, Matthew 7 1-12 and Captain Arthur Smith stressed the keynote
of the Camp "Whataoever ye would that men should do to you do ye even so to then"
This he later paraphrased as "Think of the Other Fellow". Tt was the 19th Coy's .
Gaptain (E.P, Slater) who later shortened it to T.0.T.0.F. at his Company Caap

at Hurst where those initials were seen for the first time, The Sports 0fficers
of that day collared the board and hung it above the Laurel Crown in the Mess Tent
and there it has been ever since,

The motto and its initials oaught on, and spread to other Camps, The photo above
18 fros the Manchester Battalion Camp in NEW ZEALAND who have adopted it as their

B0tto,

Nos the Captain of the lat Shoreham has excitedly pointed out to ue a passage from
the new paraphrase of the Holy Bible - The LIVING BIBLE which reads in
1 Cor 10 v.24 "Don't think only of yourself - Try to think of the other fellow.

Alas we cannot claim that the author ever attended Glynde Camp, The historic
details outlined above are of only passing interest but what is important is that
